OF ANTESEIZE TO THREADS AND TIGHTEN NUT ABAINST THE OPPOSITE FLATE,

3 SUIOE WAVE SPRING ON ATUD FOLLOWED BY A BRONZE WASHER
WITH THE CHAMFERED BIDE TOWARD THE SPAMNGE.

4 SUIDE TIE BAH ASSEMBLY/CLEVIE OVER THE STUD FOLLOWED BY A BRONZE. THEW A &8, WASHER.
